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                         How to book

There are several ways that you can explore the Millennium Country Park, which is part of the Forest of Marston Vale.

1. Weekend unsupported visits. These are Free. Parking charges apply.

2. Evening or holiday time supported visits.
These cost £4 a child for a half day or evening and £8 for a full day. There is a minimum fee per unit of £60 for half a day or £120 for a full day. If a small unit and wanting to use this option, you may want to link with another unit.
This type of visit will include things like Pond Dipping.

3. The Wetlands Trail, unsupported, around the Nature Reserve. This is where you will find the bird hides, sand martin wall, tower hide and woodland walkway. 
Cost - Adults £2.50 
Concessions £1.75 (Children 5 to 14 and over 60s)

The Forest of Marston Vale Quest is an opportunity to work on your Skills Builders, UMAs and look at Badges while out in the environment, as well as explore Millennium Country Park. We have included a pick and mix of Skills Builders along with a range of Forest of Marston Vale activities so you can come back time and time again and still have something new to have a go at. 

As well as visiting to complete the Quest you have the opportunity to find out more about the tree planting activities, fund raising for the Forest and events like Pond dipping. There are a range of projects for the environment that the unit can have fun with. There are also activities you can take back to do in the unit.


We will start with a Forest of Marston Vale activity and go on a Scavenger Hunt. This is a great way to explore the site and will also link into the Speedy Scavengers UMA. Check out the UMA card.
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Another UMA to look at is Destructive Discussion.

You will need to gather 15 leaves . Use a coloured pen and put a dot on 10 of them. Then use another colour to put a dot on the other 5. The 10 are rare trees, and the 5 are local trees. 
Now find somewhere to sit and complete this card. The aim is to look at different points of view.

You will need the UMA card for the full details.

This activity can link into the work that the Forest of Marston Vale are doing with trees.  Have a look at how you can support the work they do.
